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I sure hope that you were able to join us at our annual Cowboy Action Shooting Clinic, it was a big             
success.  The weather was great, well, actually, it got down right hot by the time we were done, but I am not 
complaining, too much. Being a "fair weathered shooter" (must I continue with all of these confessions?)  I'd 
rather be hot than cold and/or wet, so I am really not complaining, too much.  For those of you who were 
there, thank you for your patience while we finished the set up for the clinic.  Since we had to move our trailer 
and prop storage locations, finding everything we needed took a little longer than we had  anticipated.  We 
had 57 adult shooters and 14 youthful shooters, that is a GREAT turnout.  Sweetwater Bill said that he knows 
that 18 of the new shooters who have begun purchasing gear, clothes and guns who are ready to be cowboy 
shooters.  We are so glad that you will be a part of our shooting sport, welcome!  It is  always exciting to have 
new shooters join us and share in our fun. 
  
For the Cowboy Action Shooting Clinic, we had three bays, each dedicated to pistols, rifles and shotguns and 
we had two fun stages set up.  I was working the rifle bay and we had so many people waiting in line to shoot 
that it took us several hours to get everyone through.  I took a quick peek on the other bays and they also 
had a large group of people waiting to shoot.  We had rifle tables set up for 38 and 45 calibers so everyone 
could experience a full range of guns and shooting.  It was so much fun watching our shooters as they came 
up to the line, listened to the Raider who familiarized them with the particular gun, hold the rifle and shoot 
away.  It was great watching them have so much fun and it was even more gratifying to see their faces after 
they completed their shooting!  Thanks to our cowboys who loaded enough ammo for us to shoot and offered 
their personal guns for the shoot, you all are such a generous group! 
  
I later moseyed over to where Blazen Vaquero and Sonora Blaze where running one of the stages.  Wow, 
that was a fun stage!  Sonora Blaze helped the shooters at the loading table and once the guns were ready 
and the line was safe, the shotgun flyer was set up and the guns were staged.  I didn't dawn on me until after 
the second or third shooter why I was getting tired staging the guns, the bays are really wide, so there is a lot 
of distance between the props that takes some getting used to.  When the shooter and stage were ready, 
Blazen Vaquero asked the shooter to proceed to the first window prop, and he explained what the port arms 
position is.  After the shooter was in position, they would fire at the rifle targets, and then place the open rifle 
on the table. The shooter would then go over to the bar prop WAY ON THE OTHER SIDE OF THE BAY and 
shoot the five pistol targets.  Then the shooter would mosey over to the table with the shotgun (thankfully it 
was fairly close to the bar prop, whew), load the shotgun and shoot the one target, which then would trigger a 
clay that was thrown high in the air.  Now I gotta tell ya, I was very impressed with the number of shooters 
that hit the clay.  I personally like my targets stationary, very still, and I am always amazed that the closer the 
target is, the more it moves, which causes me to miss.  Am I the only one who experiences this                 
phenomenon? 
  
It was a well attended Cowboy Action Shooting Clinic and the feedback (we love hearing from you!) that we 
have received has been very favorable and supportive.  Thank you for your participation in making it such a 
huge success. Thank you Raiders for pitching in, working the bays and stages and keeping the range safe. 
  
If you haven't been to our new location at Colorado Rifle Club, you have just got to come out and ohh and 
ahh over our berms.  Go ahead and mark your calendar for our next monthly match which will be held on 
May 23 and don't forget our Fun Match too!  Check out our website often so you can plan for upcoming 
events and matches and get 'em on your calendar.

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WILD BUNCH RULES 
 
Shooters who wish to shoot in a Sand Creek Raiders Wild Bunch match have the choice of shooting in the 1911 open category or 
must shoot ONLY firearms as described for all other SCR WB categories.  All firearms must appear as they would have in 1921 (10 
foot rule).  Sights must be of a type designed before 1921.  Lowered and flared ejection ports allowed on 1911 pistols only if factory 
original.  Standard ejection ports may not be modified. Period speed loading devices such as moon and stripper clips may also be 
used.  Semiautomatic firearms not equipped with a safety may not be used in this event.  Basic SASS rules will apply with the fol-
lowing exceptions: 
 
Handgun rounds may not exceed 1300 fps and main match rifle rounds may not exceed 1600 fps.   
 
Costuming:  Wild Bunch shooters are encouraged to develop a costume based in the turn of the century time frame.  While many 
people continued to wear traditional western clothing several changes were also being made in the accepted styles of dress in the 
west.  Military uniforms will be popular but many other types of clothing are also portrayed in the movie.  In general the restrictive 
Victorian way of dressing was giving way to the more comfortable and relaxed Edwardian age.  You have a great deal to work with, 
everything from the  “Gay 90s” to the “Roaring 20s”.  Period hats may be made from any material available in 1921. 
 
Holsters and magazine pouches:  Western or Military leather or web gear (no black nylon) type holsters and magazine pouches are 
encouraged.  Many styles of holsters were in use by 1921.  Hunter type holsters as well as several western style semi auto holsters 
were also in use.  Magazine pouches were just that, pouches, some were open but most had flaps (no, you don’t need to have them 
closed, just remember you can’t pick up dropped ammo).  Snaps were common on leather gear by 1921   No modern IPSC, combat 
or police thumb break type holsters may be used.  No equipment made with screw type friction retention devices may be used. 
 
 Handgun: Any double-action revolver (minimum 6 shot cylinder) or semi automatic pistol, chambered in .30 caliber (7.62 mm) or 
larger, designed before 1921.   The WB shooter has the option of using two handguns or a single handgun, reloading it as neces-
sary.  Revolvers may be reloaded with single rounds or moon clips.  Revolvers may only be shot using the double action 
mode.  Magazines may only be inserted at the loading table and must be removed at the unloading table.  Semi automatic handguns 
will be carried without magazines at all other times. 
 
Shotgun:  Any shotgun of a type designed between 1892 and 1921.  Shotguns may be chambered for 20, 16, 12 or 10 gauge shells.   
Rifle:  Any long gun designed between 1892 and 1921, chambered in 25-20, 32WSL (Winchester Self Loading), 35WSL, 351WSL, 
401WSL or any allowed pistol caliber.  This includes WB handguns designed to accept a stock before 1921, with the stock at-
tached.  No firearm may be used as both a handgun and long gun in the same stage of fire.  
 
Rifles and Shotguns: Pump action, lever action and semi autos will be loaded at the loading table.  Long guns equipped with a 
safety (in 1921), may be loaded with a round in the chamber and the safety engaged.  Long guns not equipped with a safety may 
have the magazine loaded but may not have a chambered round (lever action rifles were not originally designed with a safety and 
therefore must be loaded in this manor.)  Double barrel shotguns were designed within this date range.  Doubles must be staged open 
and empty.  When the stage begins with the shotgun in hand the double shooter may begin loaded.  This type of shotgun will then be 
loaded only on the line.  Long guns may also be staged unloaded and then loaded on the clock with single rounds or with a period 
speed-loading device (i.e. stripper clip.)  Long guns must be fired dry and returned to the prop open and empty.  
 
Handguns: Will be loaded at the loading table.  Revolvers will be loaded with five rounds with the hammer down on an empty 
chamber.  Semi auto handguns may be loaded with more rounds than required to shoot the course of fire, i.e., the handgun may have 
a round chambered, the safety engaged, and five or more rounds in the magazine.  This will allow the shooter to fire the required 
number of rounds and still have a chambered round, allowing the safety to be engaged.  Safeties must be engaged anytime the 
shooter holsters the handgun.  In the event of a malfunction, the shooter may clear the malfunction, hand off or ground the fire-
arm.  Any time the handgun is returned to the holster the action must be closed and the safety must be engaged.   
 
Movement:  Any time the shooter moves with any firearm your finger must be outside the trigger guard.  Firearms equipped with a 
safety must have the safety engaged when moving. Revolvers must have the hammer down on an empty chamber or expended round 
when moving.  Double barrel shotguns must have the actions open when moving.  All other long guns not equipped with a safety 
will have the action open or closed with the hammer down on an empty chamber or expended round.    
 
Categories:  The Wild Bunch shooters will be divided into categories based on the handgun(s) and shooting style used.  Separate 
Women’s categories will also be offered.

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Dutch:  Shooters using double action revolver(s). 
Pike:  Shooters using semi automatic pistol(s). 
Last Man Standing (Dutch & Pike):  Shooters using one handgun in each hand, shot using the gunfighter shooting guidelines.  All 
holster styles allowed. 
Duelist (Dutch & Pike): Hand gun(s) shot one handed without support. 
 
Open 1911: This category may be shot in any shooting style and is not subject to any of the other SCR WB firearms restrictions out-
lined above (1911 style handguns only allowed in this category). 
 
Handgun 
· Barrel length must be at least 5 inches. No barrel porting or compensators or other recoil reducing devices allowed. 
· Barrel with standard barrel bushing. No Bull barrels allowed. 
· Magazine wells may be beveled, but may not be oversized, extended or flared. 
· Adjustable or non adjustable dove-tail rear sights and blade type front sights are allowed. 
· Sights may not be optical or fiber optic. Colored inserts or dots are permitted. 
· Stainless steel is permitted. 
· Grips must be wood, plastic or other natural materials. No target style grips or thumb rests allowed. 
· Front and rear slide checkering or serrations allowed. 
· Extended beavertail grip safeties allowed. 
· Magazines must be standard length and cannot hold more than 8 rounds. No extended base pads on magazines. 
· Magazine release may be extended but not oversized. 
· Thumb safeties may be extended and be ambidextrous. 
· Slide release may be extended. 
· Full length recoil spring guide rod allowed. 
· Lowered and flared ejection port allowed. 
· Match trigger allowed. 
· Lanyard loop is optional. 
· Lightweight competition hammer allowed. Checkered front strap and trigger guard allowed. 
· Flat or arched mainspring housing allowed. 
· Internal accurizing and action tuning is allowed. 
 
Rifle:   Any SCR WB or SASS main match rifle.  No caliber restrictions. 
Shotguns:  Any SCR WB or SASS main match shotgun allowed. No gauge restrictions.  
 
Long Range Rifle Side Match:  Semi automatic, bolt action and box magazine lever action rifles designed before 1921 and pump 
or lever action rifles designed between 1892 and 1921, chambered in a rifle caliber.   
Vest Pocket Pistol Side Match: Semi automatic pistols designed before 1921 with an overall length of less than 5 inches, cham-
bered for .25 Caliber (6.35mm) or smaller rounds.  Jacketed ammo may be used in this match only as no steel targets will be used

   Smith and Wesson DA revolvers:  Some of the more modern S&W DA's will easily pass for the 
   "Hand Ejector" models with nothing more than a change of grips.  The barrel profile of the S&W 
   revolver remained unchanged into the 1950's.  The Victory Model and M&P .38 are prime 
   examples, as are some (but not all) Model 10, 11, 30, 31 & 33 revolvers.  Taurus models 80 and 86 
   (equipped with a copy of the Hand Ejector adjustable sights that S&W no longer uses) are also 
   acceptable copies of the S&W Hand Ejectors. 
  
   Colt DA revolvers:  Some modern Colt revolvers are close enough copies of the older guns that 
   they will also pass for the New service and Army models. The Colt Official Police, Commando, 
   Marshall, Cobra first issue & Detective Special will pass as older guns.  The Lawman III will even 
   work if you change the grips. 
  
   Colt 1911 and 1911A1:  None of the modern "Combat" modifications such as oversize, ramp or 
   adjustable sights, extended slide releases, oversize and ambidextrous mag releases and 
   safeties, beavertail grip safeties and magazine base pads existed then.  On the other hand long 
   triggers and arched mainspring housings were around in 1921 even if they were not standardized 
   by the military until the 1911A1.  Several companies make close enough copies of the 1911 that 
   simply changing the sights will do, such as the Brolin Arms ML45, Colt 1991A1, Falcon Portsider, 
   Kahr Arms model 1911WSG and several of the Springfield Mil. Spec. pistols. 
  
   Sporterized Military Rifles:  By 1921 all American rifles including the 1903 Springfield and 1917 
   Enfield were available for purchase by the American public.  Add to this the fact that America 
   had just finished WWI where rifles from most involved nations found their way to the U. S. as war 
   trophies and it's easy to say any of the listed military rifles may be shot as sporters as long as the 
   modifications are period correct. 

   Carbines:  The Mauser and Mosin Nagant rifles were both produced as carbines by 1921.  These 
   rifles closely resembled more modern rifles to include turned up Mauser bolts.  The only thing 
   that may need to be done to a Mosin Nagant would be to remove the globe around the front 
   sight.
